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SCORE:  2 to 1, TEXAS OVER WACKY

Bear Trap angler, Chris Miles, swore he’d never 
use a soft bait for Bass ... “Crank baits, spin-
ner baits and in-line spinners ... that’s it!”  Well, 
that WAS it until visiting Iowegian, Murph “the 
Surph” Moening, joined him for a little early 
morning fishing.  After the Surph landed 4 fish 
on his wacky rig to Chris’s two on a spinnerbait, 
the man who said “never’ rigged his own wacky and 
began to catch up.  Not to be outdone, the Surph 
changed over to a Texas rig, pulled back into the 
lead, and the trophy for most fish went south on 
I-35 ... with a 2 to 1 ratio.

The Wacky Rig (pictured on right) is simply an 
ugly green two-toned soft worm slopped over a 
gigantic red Gary Yamamoto hook.  All you do is 
drop it over the side and let it out, twitching it 
a little on the way back up.  For the Texas ap-
proach, we like to slip a red shad plastic worm on 
a black slider (on the right).  When you tuck the 
hook back into the worm body, it becomes almost 
weedless.  You can bite off some of the length at

the top (do not swallow) if smaller seems to work 
better.  Cast it out to the weed edges and bounce 
it slowly back to the boat.  We actually like ‘em 
both, although the wacky works well for post-
spawn and tough fishing situations.  However, we’ll 
use the red shad jig thing whenever we can.  If 
this is too much fishing stuff for you, wait until 
next issue when we’ll discuss small engine repair.

TRUSTEE MEETING MINUTES:  June 13, 2015 

Highlights:

•  Guest Speaker:  Joe Satney with the Amery 
Fire Department presented information regarding 
an Air Boat they would like to purchase in 2016 
for ice and water rescures.  The boat travels 
across water, ice and vegetaton and is more ef-
ficient in timely responses to emergencies.  The 
Fire Dept. is pursuing grants and donations and 
requested a letter of recommendation from the 
Lake Association to support it.  This will be a 
topic of the fall annual meeting and a possible 
donation may be included in the 2016 budget. 

• The annual Wisconsin Lakes meeting in Hayward, 
WI is coming up on Friday June 26th.  Contact 
Joe Ziglinski if you are interested in attending.

•  Lake Monitoring:  Lee Rickard reported the 
Secchi Disc reading on 5/22/15 for Wapo was 21’ 
and Bear Trap was 19’.  The new Dissolved Oxygen 
Meter tested more oxygen this year.  Results for 
both tests can be found on the DNR website.

•  Membership:  Membership is at 365 through 
May ... in 2014 it was 421 at this time.  

•  Weed Harvester:  We continue to wait to see 
what grant funds are available.  Harvester must 
be ordered by Dec. 2015 for use in 2016.  

•  Amery Band Shell:  Amery Community Club is 
looking for donations to fund a $30K band shell 
in Michael Park in Amery.  A motion was made and 
passed to contribute $1000.

Pre-heat grill for medium heat and lightly 
oil grate.  Cook chicken breasts on grill until 
meat is no longer pink and juices run clear.
